The war in Afghanistan is headed into its 9th year. Over one million Iraqis are  dead,5 million have 
been displaced from their homes, and despite President Obama's promise to remove troops from Iraq, 
he is instead calling them advisors and leaving them in place. Obama is calling for  a 92,000 troop 
expansion of the military and has announced a 35,000 troop surge into Afghanistan and an expansion 
into Pakistan.

Where are the troops to fight these wars of terror on the world going to come from?  They are going to 
come from those who are in high school now; your students. 

Because of the  “No Child Left Behind Act” that requires high schools to give students’ personal 
information over to the military, recruiters are given free reign to prey on the young in high schools 
across the country. They pull up in their hummers, walk right into classrooms and give presentations 
that make war seem like a video game. 

If you find this situation unacceptable and think that schools should be places of learning and not 
cheap labor depots for the U.S. military, then bring the We Are Not Your Soldiers Tour to your school! 

The We Are Not Your Soldiers Tour is a nationwide effort by The World Can't Wait, to bring the reality 
of the occupations in Afghanistan and Iraq to thousands of high school students, telling the stories of 
the veterans themselves and to stop military recruiting.  We are looking for teachers and students to 
help arrange classroom presentations and school assemblies which would include:
